TEL includes staff written articles, letters to the editor, staff editorials, special sections, regional editions, and obituaries.  

· Why not just use the newspaper’s website? 
Each of these newspapers has a great website, where you can find photos, classifieds and advertising. But if you’re looking for an article from last year, you’ll have to pay around $3.00 for it from the newspaper’s website. TEL has all the same articles as the newspaper’s online archive, and they are already paid for. 

· What’s so great about newspaper articles? 
Newspapers give us a reliable source of information on local topics that affect our everyday life. They’re a good way to stay up-to-date on politics, current events, sports, and learn more about our communities. 

· Anything else? 
There are also regional and national newspapers, like the St. Louis Dispatch, New York Times, and USA Today.
